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Chinese Lantern
These lanterns are used to decorate the outside of homes and shops during Lunar New Year. 
They are traditionally red and yellow, and symbolize good fortune in the new year.

Instructions

Color in the design and cut out  
the lantern, handle and signs 
along the dotted lines.

Fold along fold lines, then glue 
outside lantern piece onto the 
inside piece. Glue ends together.
